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MOTIVE FORCES AND STAGES OF THE DEVELOPMENT 
OF DYNAMICS OF ART PROCESS IN INFORMATION SOCIETY

Statement of results of researches we will begin with disclosing of the maintenance of the basic concepts directly or indirectly connected with the title of article. According to Russian dictionary, activity is meant a word art [10, р. 629 – 630] in the field of art or validity imaging. In a in aggregate with word process, i.e. art process is imaging process of the validity, process of activity in the field of art, and also process of perception fine in art.

The art process category is at the turn of aesthetics, poetics, art criticism and culturology, the theory and history of arts.
The word “dynamics” as a rule, separately isn’t used. Because it characterizes any process, i.e. “dynamics of something …”. It is one of the major terms of physics, is more exact – mechanics – one of physics sections. According to the physical encyclopedia: “dynamics is the mechanics section, devoted to studying of movement of bodies under the influence of the forces applied to them” [11, р. 560]. In humanitarian sense dynamics studies not movements, and developments, i.e. development of art process, in our case, in the conditions of an information society. But art for ages developed – before origin of an information society – when at all there was no concept of information. Then there is a reasonable question: What is a motive power of dynamics of art process?
Internal motive forces – are internal contradictions of art which define its development. Contradictions – a basis of development – are the spring of movement of art. External motive forces operate on an internal situation in art, brake some tendencies and pushing development of others. The dialectics of internal and external motive forces of art process defines its difficult mechanics. It is possible to carry to number of internal motive forces and changes in the internal organization of the art text and in structure of an image.
The information society, with a huge information resource, high density communications and globalization plays a role of powerful stimulus and an external motive force of art process [2 – 4].
Earlier we have been carefully analyzed as an information society stimulates changes of the internal organization of the art-product [1].
Unfortunately, sometimes confuse concepts creative process and art process. Creative process [10, р. 345] is the more extensive concept representing activity of the person, directed on creation cultural or material assets [5 – 8]. While the term art process – is connected especially with creativity in art [9; 12; 13].
Development of information technology and their penetration into all spheres of life of a society promotes the permission of existing problems, but at the same time generates new problems. There is a change in structure and essence of former valuable paradigms. There is arising of the absolutely new paradigms. However, value of something is defined not only that it is capable to satisfy this or that requirement of the person, but also that its work and its creativity is embodied in it.

New information-communication, Internet and computer technologies form an information society, which changes social life. As a result of it the social validity as historical process influences art process.
Rapid development of natural sciences in 19th century, have raised level of intellectualization of art. In the 20th century under the influence of science in art the real world has prevailed.
Let's notice that for the characteristic of stages of art process essentially concept the art world. At each stage of the development art concentrated attention on different aspects of the art world – on space, on time or on time-space. From this point of view it is possible to allocate three epoch of art development.
Ancient art thought space. Its main theme and a problem were – a world order. Issues of the cosmogony, origins of the Universe, gods patronizing different spheres of life and activity of the person, were the focus of attention the ancient artist.
Art of the new period thinks through time. The historicism gets into all time of art creativity.
Art of the information society, which rudiments have started to be formed still in 19th and the 20th centuries, will think through space and time in their unity. It is no casual during our epoch the category chronotope (time + space) which can become the characteristic of the newest type of art thinking has been opened.
Development of technologies actively influences modern art stylistics. Today, there is an interpenetration of art and technologies, and origin of style of high technologies. Such approaching and interpenetration, we called convergence of art and techniques. The given convergence generates the new synthetic creativity, stimulating new art forms, namely synthetic art.
Thus, as a result of process of interpenetration of art and technologies, the art became more technologically, and technologies became more aesthetically. From the point of view morphogenesis these processes lead to penetration of purely technological forms into the world of forms art. It is aesthetically stylization. Style of high technologies contains in an aesthetic context as the moment of recognition of art value of the modern technical form, and the moment of the critical, skeptical relation to it. 

The above noted and other additional features of the modern art, motive forces and stages of dynamics of art process will be discussed at conference.
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
